The Romania Mission Team will meet regularly to make preparations. You will also be required to attend some Sunday lunch-time team meetings (or meetings at another time agreed by team members) from when the team is first announced and also to attend workshops/planning meetings relating to your ministry area from January onwards. These will be organised in agreement with each team member. Although it is an extra time commitment, it is beneficial in preparing us as a team and individuals and we will endeavour to make these as manageable as possible as far as time commitment is concerned. It is also important that we spend time getting to know one another as a team.
In addition to this application form you will be required to complete a confidential medical questionnaire declaring all medical conditions that you suffer from and current medication that you are taking.

If you are under the age of 18, and not travelling with a parent or guardian, your parent or legal guardian will be required to complete a form in addition to this giving his/her consent for you to be a part of this team.
Finance (please read this carefully before completing the application form)
The estimated cost of this trip is approximately £600 per person.  This includes training, flights, living, training days and other expenses, which will be given in detail on acceptance to the team. However, cost may vary depending on flight prices at the time of booking. If you book early the trip cost will be cheaper than quoted due to the cost of the flight. 
Depending on the size of the team, it may be necessary for us to book a coach company to transport us to and from the airport. Although we do have access to a church minibus, its capacity is not always large enough and there are a limited number of qualified drivers. The estimated coast of hiring shuttle bus for a return journey ito the airport is approx £45 per adult and £20 per child. This may vary depending on the company we use and how large the team is. Please factor this into any costing prior to agreeing to come on the trip.
You may NOT make your own arrangements to get to the airport (except in outstanding circumstances, agreed by the team leader) as the team travels together and anybody withdrawing from pre-arranged transport will also affect the price for other team members.
It is your responsibility to book your flight. Once you have been accepted onto the team, you will be sent an email with the BA flight number, date and time so that we are all booked onto the same flight. This is a cheaper option for individuals rather than doing a group booking. However, it is strongly suggested that you book the flight as soon as is possible to guarantee availability and price.
When booking your flight do not forget to inform the airline of your dietary requirements.
As a member of the team you are responsible for this cost and any funds raised by the team prior to the trip will be in order to facilitate the work we do in Romania and not our individual costs. 
It is highly recommended that you begin fund raising for the trip both for your personal expenses and towards the team project as soon as possible.
NB. Members of the team are not permitted to make independent travel arrangements and must travel as part of the Missions Group.

Child Protection
As a church we take the welfare of children in our care very seriously, this includes children both in Skylark Church and those which we may be involved in caring for in other situations such as a mission trip abroad. It is absolutely vital that you have had an up to date DBS check (used to be called CRB). If you have not had one of these checks at Skylark since they have changed, please inform Lesley Kemp so that the process can be started ASAP. Please do not leave this until a few weeks before the trip as it requires document checks and paperwork to be processed. The DBS check must be done through Skylark, not through another organisation such as your workplace or if you are a member of another church.
All team members must provide proof of an up to date DBS check administered by Skylark Church.
